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1. Qualifications

(1) Those who hold 6-Dan or higher grade in Kendo, Iaido or Jodo (Dan must be one issued by AJKF or an
FIK affiliate.)

(2) Members of FIK affiliated organizations other than AJKF may participate even if they do not have a
Shogo. However, all matches and order of Enbu will be determined by Shogo. Therefore please
understand that matches of participants without Shogo will be placed in the ‘Renshi-no-Bu’ section for
convenience. Shogo (Kyoshi, Renshi) granted by FIK affiliates shall be treated as they are. (In case of
Hanshi, it shall be treated separately.)

Both applicants must meet the above qualifications.: May 2
3) Kakushu-no-Kata: An Enbu performed by 2 people (Uchidachi/Shidachi) of the same Ryuha (school) in
pair. The application must be made by those 2 people. The qualification of both participants will be

confirmed after the application form is submitted.: May 2

6. Participation Fee and Payment Methods

for Jodo or Kakushu-no-kata, one participant may perform one time only.
You should wear a nafuda (name tag with country and your name) during the Enbu.

The applicant’s personal information will be used for the purpose of the operating the Enbu Taikai,
however a minimum amount of information such as your name could be posted on the AJKF web site
or magazine as well. It could also be provided to some mass media in order for the promotion of Kendo,
Iaido and Jodo.

Participation in the Enbu Taikai may be denied in accordance with the guidelines for the prevention
of the spread of infectious diseases.

All Kendo Enbu participants must wear a men-mask or a shield.

The use of masks is optional for participants in Kakushu-no-Kata (including Naginata), Jodo and Iaido.

Depending on the situation of the spread of the infection, the match method and rules may be changed.
